● Visited the Kansas City women crisis center and UMKC women center, learning

about support systems for women in crisis and educational settings.

● Conducted a presentation for the Dean of Bloch Business school and Faculty, staff,

and students, sharing information about the Middelpos Farm Project and discussing

potential business ecosystem creation.
